Job creation, though a serious concern at the local government level, is not a municipal 
mandate, however, the Stellenbosch Municipality continue to create an enabling environment 
for investment to contribute to job creation through economic development strategies and 
business development.

Currently, the number of Expanded Public Works Programme (EPWP) Projects have been 
increased and additional funding provided to ensure that more job opportunities are created.

EPWP contracts are awarded in terms of the Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) between the 
municipality and National Public Works (NPW). The EPWP is therefore different from the Fixed-Term 
Contracts offered by the municipality.

The municipality will provide EPWP contracts for residents registered on the Municipal Jobseekers 
Database, and through the database, the municipality can accurately monitor the manner the 
contracts are allocated by each user department.

Currently, all employment opportunities within the municipality are made available through the 
Human Resources Policy governing recruitment and selection. There are also other employment 
mechanisms that are implemented within the municipality through various funding resources, e.g. 
EPWP, Provincial and National Government funded internships, etc.

Housing is a challenge as resources and allocations from the National and Provincial Government remain limited, 
and the backlog is tremendous.

Backyard Dwellers
The Directorate: Infrastructure Services has launched an investigation into the possibilities of providing basic
services for backyarders, by taking into account the necessary legislation that prohibits the municipality from
working on privately owned land.

A backyard dwellers survey was completed during 2020/21 financial year.

Land for housing plots
All housing projects are done in accordance with the Housing Pipeline for the entire Municipal area (WC024).

The Housing Pipeline as well as guidelines from the National and Provincial Human Settlements Department
determine the scale of Housing Projects. Currently, there is a preference for the regionality (across Wards)
and mega-developments and a departure from settlement / neighbourhood-based housing projects.

Digteby Township Establishment

Township establishment was not completed in Digteby.

The completion of the entrance road that would be able to be completed with the Longlands development,
once this is completed the 20 houses could be transferred to the families of Digteby.

The Longlands development is currently in its implementation stage, whereby the internal services have
been completed.

A funding application was submitted for the top structures and the Provincial Department of Human
Settlements in a short period of time approved the funding.

Discussions with the Implementing Agent is underway to construct the required top structures.

Jamestown: Quarterly feedback meetings with the community
It was agreed that a progress report on a quarterly basis pertaining to all wards whereby housing projects
are identified, will be circulated to the ward councillors.

This requirement was met and all ward councillors received an update of the projects during October
2021.

A tender was advertised to fast track Phase 2 and 3 of the housing project, as well as to obtain
development rights for Phase 4. Phase 4 could yield approximately 1 600 housing opportunities.

This process is currently in a procurement phase which will lead to the appointment of a service provider.

New developments: Parks and ECD centres
It is envisaged that the housing project in Jamestown will incorporate community facilities and business
opportunities. Therefore, as soon as a successful service provider has been appointed, the request of the
ward councillor and ward committee will form part of the instruction to the service provider.

The department has also assisted the accredited NHWs with safety equipment to enable Neighborhood 
Watches with their operational duties such as warm jackets, reflective bibs, stun batons, torches, fire 
extinguishes and bicycles.

There are currently 2  accredited NHWs in Ward 20 (Polkadraai and Wolwedans) and 3 accredited NHWs in 
Ward 21 (Jamestown, Mountain View, Paradyskloof).

The training of NHW members have been prioritised in conjunction with the Department of Community Safety and 
is in progress. When this is done, the focus will shift to school safety.

Ward 20: Wolwedans received Broken Window training.

Ward 20: Polkadraai neighbourhood watch members received no training.

Ward 21: Jamestown, Mountain View and Paradyskloof neighbourhood watch members received no training.

Criminal and illegal activities
Safety and security is a primary function of SAPS. The Municipal Law Enforcement is there to assist.

Weekly operations are performed throughout the Greater Stellenbosch, and it includes Wards 20 and 21.
