effective 1 December 2018

CATEGORIES

LEVEL 2

CONSUMPTION PER PERSON

150 litres or less per person per day whether you
are (home, work, school)

LIMIT FOR RESIDENTIAL PROPERTIES

Properties exceeding 18 kilolitres per month will
be liable to a fine.

COMMERICIAL & AGRICULTURAL

PROPERTIES

Reduce consumption of municipal water by
20% compared to 2016. Properties exceeding
this will be fined.

GUESTHOUSES

Registered guesthouses may apply for
exemption subject to lower consumption to 20%
less than same period in 2016

IRRIGATION WITH MUNICIPAL
DRINKING WATER

Allowed for 1 hour before 9:00 am and after
18:00 pm on Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday.

IRRIGATION WITH
BOREHOLE/WELLPOINT WATER

Must be registered with municipality and
signage clearly visible for the public.

BATHROOM

Flushing of toilefs with non-drinking water (rain
water or greywater) encouraged.

WATER FEATURES

Allowed provided water is re-circulated.

SWIMMING POOLS

Top-up, filling or refiling allowed provided pool
is covered. Use of rainwater or recovered
backwash water is encouraged.

WASHING VEHICLES

Only after 18:00 pm or before 09:00 am

SPORTS FACILITIES

New landscaping or sport fields may be
established but irrigation preferably with non-
drinking water. Authorization needed

HARD SURFACES / PAVING

Limited washing/hosing down allowed

Users such as abattoirs, food processing
industries, care facilities, animal shelters, other
facilities with specials needs must apply for
exemption

INDIGENT WATER ALLOCATION

Still applies
200 litre per household per day or 6000 litres per
household per month

PURCHASE OR SALE OF BOREHOLE

WATER

Permission must be obtained from Department
of Water & Sanitation
