Executive Summary

Overview

The adjustments budget in terms of section 28 (2) (e) of the MFMA emanates from funds that have
not been spent in the 2020/2021 financial year.

Only unspent capital funds will be rolled over. Capital projects funded from conditional grants will
also be rolled over.

Stellenbosch Municipality had budgeted R 453 880 001 for capital expenditure in the 2020/2021
financial year, of which the municipality spent R 392 660 406 of the budget.

The Western Cape Provincial Minister of Finance and Economic Opportunities has in principle
granted approval, in terms of Section 10(2) of the Western Cape Appropriation Act (WCAA) 2020
